Group Discussion 2

 What are some things that make it hard to live a Christian life?
 Discuss a time in your life where you had a hard time seeing God’s presence in 

your life?
 What are things that remind you that God is at work?
 Discuss a time in your life where you really felt God’s presence.
 Name some things that are “eternal blessings”.
 What things do you think show someone is a Christian?
 What do you think it means to be a “living testimony”?

Genesis 18:1-10

What do you think it 
was like when he finally had a son?

 List some ways that God has blessed you already?
 What are some promises God makes in his Word?
 Do you ever get impatient with God’s timing?  How do you think that helps you 

in your walk?
 What do you think is the ultimate promise God made to you?
 How can we celebrate God’s promises?
 Share with the group something that we can celebrate today?
